Changes to Format 
 
As we confirmed at the end of last year there are a number of changes in the way we will run the Section.  We 
hope that these changes work well for Juniors and we would be happy to receive any feedback you have.  The 
main changes are that we will now operate with 3 distinct groups.  How and where they play, and what events are 
open to them is detailed below.

This is a great way to meet other members and provides an 
opportunity for the younger members to play and, hopefully, learn from the more experienced golfers.  We have 
tee times booked from 3 until 4 pm that day so please turn up at 2.45 so that we can sort you into teams.   

2) Team v Aberlady Golf Club 
This is scheduled to take place on Sunday 28

th
 March at 2pm.  This is aimed at Juniors who are in the pool for 

selection to the team and is designed to provide a warm up match before the League competition commences.  
Calum Morrison, Junior Captain, will be in touch with those who qualify to play (low handicaps).   
Should these events prove successful we will try and include them in the diary.   Please also look in your diary 
and on the website for details of the other competitions throughout the year.
